I would like to take a moment to Thank all of our won-
derful volunteers in this organization. Our event 
schedule this spring is full which means lots of people 
in the background doing some wonderful work. Please 
take a moment and thank these individual and/or per-
haps write them in for an award recommendation 
I would like to inform the populace that The Barony of 
Skraeling Althing will be retaining its name. Sir Brand, 
in conjunction with my office, has conducted a poll and 
the results were not  conclusive enough for a name 
change. We will have a moratorium on polling,         
deliberations and proposed name changes for two 
years (March 2028). 
Their Highnesses have published their requirements 
for entry into their Crown Tournament 
Please review those requirements carefully, as well as 
the relevant laws. Crown Tournament documentation 
must be submitted electronically to both the Kingdom 
Seneschal as well as their Highnesses. You will need 
to include a copy of your authorization card, the mem-
bership cards of both the entrant and the consort, a 
completed Crown Declaration form (as found in the 
library on the kingdom website), proof of residency for 
both the combatant and the consort, as well as all re-
quirements set out by their Highnesses. Those docu-
ments are required to be submitted complete and on 
time. 

Crown Tournament submissions will be accepted until 
11:52 PM EDT on April 17, 2026. That deadline is 
firm, 11:53 PM is too late. Save yourself the stress 
and get your submissions in early. 
Requirements by Kingdom Law(III-400 III-500 III-501 
III-502 III-503 III-504 III-505 III-600 III-700 III-800) for 
participation: 
• Must be 18 or older 
• Must be subjects of Ealdormere and have demon-
strated a clear level of involvement in the 
Kingdom over the year prior to the Crown Tourna-
ment. Involvement includes event attendance 
and service. 
• Must be armigerous (or provide dispensation request 
as per Kingdom Law) 
• Must provide proof of membership 
• Must provide proof of renewal if expiring in a month 
before or of Crown Tourney. 
• Must provide a copy of authorization card for pro-
spective combatant. 
• Must meet any other requirement laid out by the 
Crown 
• Must send copies to the Crown Prince and Princess 
and the Kingdom Seneschal. 
• Must provide completed Declaration Form

From The Kingdom Earl Marshal 
Hello from my estates of Hundehugel. 
As a reminder the new Armoured Combat handbook is 
live. You can find a link in the Ealdormere library. This 
new handbook replaces the old Society handbook and 
incorporates all Ealdormere rules that differ from      
Society.  
I also remind you to check your authorizations online 
(https://ealdormere.ca/ealdormere-authorizations/ ) to 
be sure that your authorizations are accurate. Take a 
moment to look at your authorization cards and ensure 
that you are not expired. Also look at the online mar-
shal list (https://ealdormere.ca/ealdormere-marshals/ ), 
to ensure you are listed if you are a warranted Mar-
shal. If there are issues, please reach out to the MOL 
(ealdormere.mol@gmail.com) to have those issues 
corrected. 
Winter War is coming and is the first melee event of 
the season. Here are the engagement rules for melee. 
Please follow them. Don’t make me use my “Dog 
Mum” voice with you. 
 
Group and melee engagement 
1. In group and melee battles, engagement is obtained 

when your opponent becomes aware of you.    
(e.g. moving into their line of sight, 'tapping' them 
with your weapon, shouting, being part of a unit, or 
other means). 

2. Unit engagement happens when two or more cohe-
sive units of two or more opposing combatants 
meet in combat. 

a. Units can be of unequal size and can engage 
a single person. 
b. Everyone in a unit is considered to be en-
gaged with all combatants in the other unit(s). 

3. Ealdormere additions for Unit engagement 
(melees) 

a. You have disengaged from combat with an          
opponent if any of the following apply: 
i. You retreat out of immediate weapons' reach of your 
opponent, you are not pursued, and you break off from 
the unit that is engaged with your opponent, and you 
seek to engage in another combat. This does not    
apply if you are backing off and waiting for a wounded 
opponent to act out the wounding and get prepared to 
continue the combat. You are still considered to be 
engaged if the opponent’s pursuit results in staying in 
weapon range, or if you do not break from the unit that 
is engaged with your opponent. 
ii. If you are part of a unit of two or more fighters within 
range of your opponent and you retreat out of immedi-
ate weapon reach and significantly change position 
with respect to your opponent. This doesn't include the 
normal shifting of position that goes on within range 
but includes any maneuver that gives your opponent 
the impression that you have disengaged. If you have 
broken through a line and succeed in getting more 
than three strides beyond the line without being struck, 
you are considered disengaged from that formation. 
iii. If you are pursued by your opponent and you are 
outside your opponents' weapon range. 
iv. If your opponent has broken through a line and  
succeeds in getting more than three strides beyond 
the line without being struck, they are considered    
disengaged from that formation for the purpose of    
actually hitting them from behind and you can only use 
the "death from behind" maneuver or re-engage.
