Per the Curia of Their Royal Majesties 
Ryouko’Jin of-the-Iron-Skies and Indrakshi 
Aani Aravinda, conducted ethereally in accor-
dance with SCA, Inc. guidelines on 2 Septem-
ber 2025, A.S. 60, the following are enacted 
into East Kingdom Law.

Section V.I.2. is revised, clarifying the recogni-
tion of the Admiral of the Armies and consort.

(Text added is underlined; text deleted is struck 
through. Only revised sections are listed; all 
other sections remain unchanged.)

V.  Court Appointments and Champions
     I.  Champions Specifi c to Royal Lists / 
Crown Tournament
         2.  Admiral of the Armies
             a.  Awarded toConferred on the com-
batant and their consort who places second in 
a Royal List / Crown Tournament and their 
consort. This recognition is automatic once the 
fi nal standings are announced for the Royal 
List / Crown Tournament.
             b.  The regalia for this Awardrecogni-
tion is:
                  i.  an Admiral’s Hat and bosun’s 
whistle, passed from Admiral to Admiralcom-
batant to combatant; and
                 ii.  a pendant, passed from consort 
to consort.
            c.  Prior to Court at Crown Tournament, 
the combatant and consort must give consent 
for this awardrecognition to be presented to 
them in Court. If they decline, the recognition 
will still be included in the Court Report for 
the event.
            d.  This awardrecognition is retroactive 
to include all combatants who placed second 
in a Royal List / Crown Tournament, and their 
consorts, even if the awardrecognition was not 
presented at that time. The recipients have the 
right to refuse this retroactive awardrecogni-
tion.

From the Minister of Lists

Greetings,

As you may have heard during the last Curia 
I will be stepping down.  In order to eff ect a 
smooth transition, anyone interested in serv-
ing as Kingdom Minister of Lists is invited to 
submit a letter of application by October 30th.  
I would ask that you address it to Their High-
nesses and copy both myself and the Kingdom 
Seneschal.

Per Kingdom Law the responsibilities of this 
offi  ce are as follows:

“7. The Kingdom Minister of the Lists: a. 
Maintains accurate records on the armored 
combat and rapier activities and the authoriza-
tion status of the armored and rapier combat-
ants of the Kingdom. b. At every Royal List 
/ Crown Tournament, coordinates the offi  cial 
record of fi ghters, assuring that all entrants 
are authorized. They also prepare, coordinate 
and maintain the offi  cial records of the double 
elimination tournament and any other tourna-
ments held in the course of the Royal List. c. 
Provides the Earl Marshal, Kingdom Warlord, 
Kingdom Marshal of Armored Combat, and 
Kingdom Marshal of Rapier with information 
necessary for the performance of their duties 
and receives any assistance necessary for the 
performance of the Lists Offi  ce. d. Works with 
the Kingdom Marshal of Armored Combat and 
the Kingdom Marshal of Rapier to maintain 
a list of authorized fi ghters. This list is made 
available to all Ministers of the List on a local 
or regional level, as well as the Earl Marshal 
and their Deputies. e. Works with the Crown’s 
Champions of Arms and Rapier Champions 
to coordinate the tournaments to choose their 
successors.”

You can expect to spend approximately 20+ 
hours a month on average, obviously some 
months will be heavier than others, for ex-
ample, leading into Pennsic.  You will need to 
work closely with the Marshalate throughout 
the year as well as diff erent offi  ces in the He
raldic offi  ce for Crown Tournament.  You will 
often be called upon for help or to fi nd help for 
events throughout our Kingdom.   

You will also have the opportunity to work with 
a wonderful group of volunteers from our data-
base admin to our MoL’s in training and you’ll 
have the second-best seat in the house for major 
tournaments!  I am happy to discuss things in 
more depth, feel free to reach out.
