Hello from my estates of Hundehugel. 

As a reminder the new Armoured Combat handbook is 
live. You can find a link in the Ealdormere library. This 
new handbook replaces the old Society handbook and 
incorporates all Ealdormere rules that differ from     
Society.  

I also remind you to check your authorizations online 
(https://ealdormere.ca/ealdormere-authorizations/ ) to 
be sure that your authorizations are accurate. Take a 
moment to look at your authorization cards and ensure 
that you are not expired.  

Also look at the online marshal list 
 (https://ealdormere.ca/ealdormere-marshals/ ), to    
ensure you are listed if you are a warranted Marshal. If 
there are issues, please reach out to the MOL 
(ealdormere.mol@gmail.com) to have those issues 
corrected. 

The summer months are coming and now is a time to 
revisit our heat guidelines. Marshals in Charage must 
be follow them: 

Canada uses "Humidex", America uses "Heat Index". 
The 2 systems are not identical; a location can have a 
different humidex or heat index reading. 

1.Ealdormere follows the recommendation of Environ-
ment Canada and the Humidex range and degree of 
comfort chart 

2.On hot days the humidex or heat index must be de-
termined prior to any fighting starting, including pick-
ups.                                                                                                                  
  

3.If either the heat index or humidex reaches 40       
degrees Celsius, all martial activity on tourney and 
melee fields will stop. 

4.No discussion or notification to the Crowns is        
required by the marshals: the marshals will end the 
fighting. 

5.Activity may resume when the humidex or heat index 
drops below 40c if the marshal-in-charge thinks it is 
safe to fight. 

6.Only the marshal-in-charge can reopen the fields. 

While wildfires are not impacting us currently, Ealdor-
mere does have air quality guidelines and Marshals in 
Charge need to be aware of them too: 

1.Ealdormere follows the recommendation of Environ-
ment Canada and the Air Quality Health Index 

2.On smoggy days if fighting is outside the air quality 
must be determined prior to any fighting starting,   
including pick-ups. 

3.Air Quality Health Index is High (a range of 7 -10) all 
martial activity on tourney and melee fields will stop. 

4.No discussion or notification to the Crowns is         
required by the marshals: the marshals will end the 
fighting. 

5.Activity may resume when the air quality index drops 
below high (7-10) if the marshal-in-charge thinks it is 
safe to fight. 

6.Only the marshal-in-charge can reopen the fields
