Gimlet Herald

Gimlet is the Kingdom herald for ceremonies and protocol. They maintain the Book of Ceremonies (the standard texts for ceremonies) and assist with writing
ceremonies for Coronation, Baronial Investitures, Peerage ceremonies, and any other activities of ceremonial import. They also advise on matters of protocol
and serve as the first point of contact for inquiries about the history of ceremonial activities of the Crown and Kingdom as well as other questions related to the
hows and the whys of ceremonies and protocol.

Candidates should have good communication skills, a working knowledge of Outlands customs, and a passion for the ceremonial aspects of our game.

The position requires about 10 hours per month.

Gimlet will be open for applications until the end of April.

Wimble Herald

Wimble is the Kingdom herald who maintains the Order of Precedence. Wimble receives court reports from the heralds who ran the Crown’s and Coronets’
courts and updates people’s entries in the OP accordingly, as well as makes corrections when errors are pointed out by the populace. The office requires timely
response to emails and good organizational skills. An ideal candidate will have a familiarity with databases and spreadsheets, but does not have to be a pro-
grammer.

The job requires about 12 hours a month.

Plenty of training is available: there is no set timeline to fill this office, and Meisteri Thorvald willing to stay on as long as needed to facilitate a good transition.
At the moment there is no deadline for applications.

If you are interested in either of these positions, please email me with a brief outline of your qualifications for the position (specifically highlighting previ-

ous relevant heraldic experience) and an explanation of why you are applying.
