Patent Law today represents the protection of intellectual property. It gives the owner the right to exclude others
from making, using, selling, and importing an invention for a period of time. While the Greeks had some notion of
protecting culinary ideas about 2500 years ago, the first patent statute was set in Venice in 1450. The ever-
enterprising Venetians wanted to protect their core industries (the first statutes gave a period of 10 years) from
infringers.

The two core industries that sought protection, and still exist today are glassblowing and velvet weaving. We can all
appreciate Venetian glassware, replicates are a sought after accessory to any feast basket. In weaving velvet, it is not
just the simple making of velvet, but the intricate two-layered chiseled velvet, called soprarizzo, was the style that
first came under patent protection. This process creates velvets with depth, looking three-dimensional.

Today, there are a handful of traditional glassblowers working their trade in Venice and Murano, but only one weaver
left that does soprarizzo. The Luigi Bevilacqua Company has been making velvet in Venice since 1453, and today they
are the last hand-woven velvet manufacturer in the world, using 17th century frames to do it. They still use 16th
century patterns in some of their products for sale, but don’t count on getting on their custom fabric waitlist anytime
soon. They weave for lowbrow customers like Buckingham Palace, the White House, Stockholm Palace, and the

like. So feel free to appreciate the benefits of intellectual property protection at your next feast, or as you drool at
fabrics online. And now you know more random carp.

CORPORATE POLICY XIX. DELEGATION OF INVESTMENT AUTHORITY POLICY
The Board of Directors is currently considering the following addition to the SCA’s Corporate Policy:
XIX. Delegation of Investment Authority Policy

The Board shall ensure that fiduciary responsibilities concerning the proper management of SCA, Inc.’s institutional
funds are fulfilled through appropriate investment structure, internal and external management, and portfolio
performance consistent with all policies and procedures. Based on the advice and recommendations of the
Treasurer and its external fund manager(s), the Board shall approve investment policies and objectives that reflect
the long-term investment-risk orientation appropriate to the organization. The Board may, at its sole discretion,
create or eliminate committee(s) to advise the Board in furthering its duties and may select, appoint, and remove
members thereto.

The Board hereby delegates supervisory responsibility for the management of its invested funds to the Corporate
Treasurer, subject to the financial limitations specified in Corpora, as noted below:

e determine that institutional funds are prudently and effectively managed with the assistance of management
and any necessary investment consultants and/or other outside professionals, if any.

e recommend the retention and/or dismissal of investment consultants and/or other outside professionals.

e receive and review reports from management, investment consultants and/or other outside professionals, if
any.

e periodically meet with management, investment consultants and/or other outside professionals management,
investment consultants and/or other outside professionals.

e report to the Board (as needed) whether this policy, investment activities, risk management controls and
processes continue to be consistent with meeting the goals and objectives set for the management of
institutional funds.

e execute such investment transactions as are necessary to ensure that SCA, Inc.’s investment portfolio reflects

the asset allocation, investment-risk orientation, or other direction regarding the investment portfolio as has
been established by the Board.
