e updated inventory and lease agreements after each reign;
e updates on regalia that is currently in process of being made or repaired monthly or
quarterly, depending on the item;

e Responsible for updating regalia tracking;

e Responsible for updating all procedures pertaining to the office.

e Responsible for finding and training deputies in the duties for this office.
