On July 15, 2023, in the court of Brennan and
Caoilthionn, a Temporary Restriction from Par-
ticipation was issued against Anthony Wright,
known in the SCA as Antonius Archer.

From the Sanctions Handbook:

“Temporary Removal from Participation
means that you are precluded from attendance
or participation in any manner at any SCA
activity, event, practice, or official gathering
for any reason, at any time. This includes a ban
on participation in officially recognized SCA
social media (e.g. “Facebook™) sites, officially
recognized SCA electronic mail lists, and of-
ficially recognized SCA web pages. This sanc-
tion will continue until the Board of Directors
makes a final decision on the matter.”

As a reminder, he should be removed from all
Social Media groups and mailing lists.

This allows us to ensure that the interest
is genuine and gives us an opportunity to provide you
with any additional resources and assistance that you
may need when getting started as a youth officer.
