FROM THE HERALDS:

Greetings Outlands!

As a continuation of last month’s letter, I would like to begin a
series highlighting the various offices of the Outlands College of
Heralds and their duties, with the goal of demystifying the Col-
lege of Heralds and what it does (and should any pique the in-
terest of any readers of the OH, the more the better?).

I will kick things off with the top two seats: White Stag Principal
Herald and Palmer Herald.

ensuring that paperwork is filed on time to the right places,
making sure that all of the Kingdom’s heralds have the re-
sources they need to do their jobs, and fostering the art and
practice of heraldry in the Outlands. They report to the Crown
and to Laurel Sovereign of Arms (the chief herald of the SCA)
and and are the primary point of contact for the Crown and the
populace regarding the goings-on of heraldry in the Outlands.
All heralds in the Outlands report to White Stag, as does the
Kingdom Scribe (the College of Scribes, though a self-sufficient
office, falls under White Stag for the purposes of upwards re-~
porting). White Stag Principal Herald is designated by Kingdom
Law as a Greater Officer of State. White Stag also has some cere-
monial responsibilities: they traditionally have the right to Her-~
ald the first and last rounds of Crown Tournament, and in Cor-
onation ceremonies they are the Herald presiding over the peri-
od of time between the outgoing Queen releasing Her Blue Iris
Herald* and the incoming Queen appointing Hers. The job of
White Stag requires strong organizational and interpersonal
skills, as well as a time commitment of approximately 5 hours
per week (though that fluctuates based on what’s going on in
the Kingdom at the time). The current White Stag Principal Her-~
ald is me, Andreas von Meifden. I have been serving as White
Stag since March 1 of this year, and my warrant runs through
February 28, 2027.

Palmer Herald is the emergency and administrative deputy to
White Stag. Traditionally the role has been filled by (a) the pre-
vious White Stag, serving as a mentor and drop-dead to the new
White Stag for a period of time until they get their feet under
them, or (b) the current White Stag’s designated successor, as
they train up for the position. Responsibilities vary based on the
needs of the White Stag and whether or not they are mentoring
or being mentored, but generally include helping with adminis-
trative tasks, covering for White Stag when they are unavailable,
and whatever other tasks that White Stag delegates to them. The
current Palmer is £deluulf munc, who assumed the role when
he stepped down as White Stag on March 1, and will be in the
role for a period of six months as I get up to speed.

If you are interested in learning more about—and maybe serv-
ing as—White Stag or Palmer, please reach out! I am always
happy to talk heraldry and always interested in getting more
people involved in heraldry at all levels. Next month in this se-
ries: the two Submissions Heralds, Gold Castle and Rampart!
