After fasting for all of Advent (and |
mean the religious form of fasting [don’t
eat meat, dairy, or consume alcohol and
be mindful of your portions] not the
“vou have to get bloodwork done”
modern form of fasting), a 12-day
celebration between the birth of the
baby Jesus and the arrival of the Magi
with their gifts for said same was a
welcome addition to the calendar. Since
then, we have added all manner of
superstitions, traditions, and activities
from “now it is time to take your holiday
decorations down,” (also known as
“now we leave the tree on the lawn to
annoy the neighbors”) to “let’s bake a
bean and a pea into a cake and serve it
to our friends, and whoever breaks their
tooth on said hardened legume shall be
King and Queen of the evening!”
