The Kingdom Chamberlain is:

e Responsible for the storage, inventory, and maintenance of the physical property
belonging to the Kingdom. This includes determining that the regalia being checked in and
out is in a serviceable state and completing/updating an inventory of property at the end of
each reign and reporting it to the Kingdom Exchequer;

e Responsible for contacting each Crown at the end of their reign to schedule inventory
turnover, typically done at Coronation before stepping down; and coordinating with the
newly Crowned to changeover the Regalia

e Providing the necessary paperwork for the checkout process for the new Heirs and Crown
at the beginning of their reign;

e Responsible for heading a Regalia Committee who shall assist in the creation of new items
of regalia, replacement items, and provide help to the Crown in the maintenance of regalia
items;

e Reporting regularly to the Kingdom Exchequer:

e updated inventory and lease agreements after each reign;
e updates on regalia that is currently in process of being made or repaired monthly or
quarterly, depending on the item;

e Responsible for updating regalia tracking;
