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THE SCA PROHIBITS HARASSMANT AND 

BULYING OF ALL INDIVIDUALS AND 

GROUPS.  

The SCA prohibits bullying and harassment of all individ-

uals and groups. Bullying is systematic and unwelcome 

behavior which involves the use of influence, threat, in-

timidation, or coercion to cause hurt or harm to another 

person or group of people. When the bullying behavior is 

based on a protected class (1) , that behavior is defined 

as harassment.  

(1) race, sex, religion, national origin, gender, sexual ori-

entation, age, or disability. 

Bullying and Harassment may be overt, as in the follow-

ing non-inclusive list of examples:  

• Verbal abuse, including using racial, homophobic, 

transphobic, ableist epithets, etc. 

• Non-consensual physical contact, violence, or threat-

ening gestures. 

• Displaying material that is offensive, degrading, or 

threatening to a protected class. 

• Consistent demeaning remarks or malicious teasing - 

Stalking or predatory behavior  

Covert:  

• Spreading rumors or innuendo with malicious intent 

• Deliberate exclusion, isolation, or alienation of an 

individual without just cause 

• Using rank, title, or office to intimidate others  

Provided that the behavior does not rise to the criteria 

listed above, bullying and harassment is not:  

• Single episodes of social rejection, dislike, tactless-

ness, or forgetfulness. 

• Mutual arguments, disagreements, or fights. 

• The termination, mutual or not, of a romantic relation-

ship or friendship. 

• Reasonable constructive feedback or critique. 

The test for bullying is the reasonableness of the behav-

ior and the impact of that behavior on the recipient. Par-

ticipants engaging in bullying/harassment are subject to 

appropriate sanctions. If an individual believes they have 

been subjected to or have witnessed harassment, bully-

ing, or retaliation, that person should contact a sene-

schal, the President of the SCA, or that kingdom’s Board 

Ombudsman.

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Greetings Æthelmearc, 
 
As many of you saw on social media 
and via the announcement emails, 
the Society Seneschal has decided 
that our existing masking variance 
(expiring on March 1, 2023) will not 
be extended. Nor will any additional variances be 
granted relating to COVID/masking precautions. 
 
On that note, I will quote from our neighboring Sene-
schal from the East: 
 

"How can we, as a populace, help to protect each 
other? 
Absolutely do not attend an event / practice / gather-
ing if you are experiencing any symptoms of illness. 
This is vital. Prior to the start of the pandemic, we 
had a culture of “can’t miss seeing person X, award 
X, or activity X.” I am asking that we actively change 
that culture going forward. With photographers be-
ing more prevalent, and videographers around, we 
can live vicariously through photos and videos of 
moments that are important. Is it the best? No, of 
course not. Is it the right thing to do? Absolutely. 
 
When available, please consider taking a rapid test 
prior to attending an event. While this isn’t a failsafe, 
it can help recognize when you are positive and 
asymptomatic.. 

 
If event budgets allow, or group funds permit, con-
sider renting or building air purifiers for small spaces 
to help filter air. Sample instructions for DIY Cori-
Rosenthal Filters can be found here: https://
cleanaircrew.org/box-fan-filters/ though the internet 
has all kinds of resources."
