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THE SCA PROHIBITS HARASSMANT AND
BULYING OF ALL INDIVIDUALS AND
GROUPS.

The SCA prohibits bullying and harassment of all individ-
uals and groups. Bullying is systematic and unwelcome
behavior which involves the use of influence, threat, in-
timidation, or coercion to cause hurt or harm to another
person or group of people. When the bullying behavior is
based on a protected class (1) , that behavior is defined
as harassment.

(1) race, sex, religion, national origin, gender, sexual ori-
entation, age, or disability.

Bullying and Harassment may be overt, as in the follow-
ing non-inclusive list of examples:

o Verbal abuse, including using racial, homophobic,
transphobic, ableist epithets, etc.

¢ Non-consensual physical contact, violence, or threat-
ening gestures.

e Displaying material that is offensive, degrading, or
threatening to a protected class.

e Consistent demeaning remarks or malicious teasing -
Stalking or predatory behavior

Covert:
e Spreading rumors or innuendo with malicious intent

e Deliberate exclusion, isolation, or alienation of an
individual without just cause

e Using rank, title, or office to intimidate others

Provided that the behavior does not rise to the criteria
listed above, bullying and harassment is not:

e Single episodes of social rejection, dislike, tactless-
ness, or forgetfulness.

e Mutual arguments, disagreements, or fights.

e The termination, mutual or not, of a romantic relation-
ship or friendship.

e Reasonable constructive feedback or critique.

The test for bullying is the reasonableness of the behav-
ior and the impact of that behavior on the recipient. Par-
ticipants engaging in bullying/harassment are subject to
appropriate sanctions. If an individual believes they have
been subjected to or have witnessed harassment, bully-
ing, or retaliation, that person should contact a sene-
schal, the President of the SCA, or that kingdom’s Board
Ombudsman.

His Majesty called for Princess
Kallista Morgunova, and after
hearing Her oath as Queen placed
the Crown of the Queen of Athel-
mearc on Her brow.

The rolls of the Royalty of
Athelmearc were read.

Their Majesties called for

Sir Arnporr inn sterki and THLa-
dy Ceirech na Hinnsi. They
thanked Their Royal predecessors
for Their work as Royalty of Ath-
elmearc.They named Arnporr Jarl,
and Ceirech Jarlkona. They fur-
ther inducted Ceirech into the Or-
der of the Rose and bestowed up-
on her a Patent of Arms. Scrolls
illuminated by Lisabetta de Rossi
with calligraphy and words by Kei-
ran MacRae.

Their Majesties called Master
Robert O'Connor who took his
place as Reign Coordinator.

Their Majesties called Baron Snor-
ri skyti Bjarnarson and the
Queen's Guard, and invested
Them, They summoned the rest of
Their reign staff and also invested
Them.

The Officers of the Kingdom of
Athelmearc renewed their promis-
es of service.

The Royal Peers spoke their oath
The Order of the Chivalry renewed
their fealty.

The Order of the Laurel renewed
their oaths.

The Order of the Pelican swore
their oaths

The Order of Defense renewed
their vows.

The Barony-Marche of the Debat-
able Lands, the Barony of the
Rhydderich Hael, the Barony of
Blackstone Mountain, and the Bar-
ony of St. Swithin's Bog renewed
Their oaths of fealty to the Crown.

Their Majesties called for the Or-
der of the White Scarf. The Order
spoke of how they are the
Queen's, and as such They would
welcome Her into the Order and
presented Her a White Scarf that
She could wear to show Her mem-
bership.

Their Majesties called for Maestra
Giana di Aurelio. Her Majesty
spoke that She had just one regret
after Their last Reign and that was
to not recognize Giana for her ser-
vice and counsel to Them as They
served as King and Queen, and
They wished to start out this Reign
by fixing that by naming Giana a
Baroness of Their Court. Scroll by
Kolfina Jodisdottir with words by
Po Silvertop.

Their Majesties called for Duchess
Juliana Delamere. Juliana serves
as a mistress of the lists, as auto-
crat, and in so many other ways
around the Kingdom. For this the
Order of the Pelican had spoken
that they would wish her to join
their Order. Thus Their Majesties
issued her a writ of summons to
contemplate entry into the Order
of the Pelican. Scroll by Ylaire

Sainte Claire with words by Arias
Beltran del Valle.

Their Majesties, Andreas Morgan
