DRAFT PROPOSAL FOR
COMMENTARY

CORPORATEPOLICYXIX. DELEGATION
OF INVESTMENT AUTHORITY POLICY

The Board of Directors is currently
considering the following addition to the
SCA’s Corporate Policy:

XIX. Delegation of Investment Authority
Policy

The Board shall ensure that fiduciary
responsibilities concerning the proper
management of SCA, Inc’s institutional
funds are fulfilled through appropriate
investment structure, internal and
external management, and portfolio
performance consistent with all policies
and procedures. Based on the advice and
recommendations of the Treasurer and its
external fund manager(s), the Board shall
approve investment policies and objectives
that reflect the long-term investment-risk
orientation appropriate to the organization.
The Board may;, at its sole discretion, create
or eliminate committee(s) to advise the
Board in furthering its duties and may
select, appoint, and remove members
thereto.

The Board hereby delegates supervisory
responsibility for the management of its
invested funds to the Corporate Treasurer,
subject to the financial limitations specified
in Corpora, as noted below:

* determine that institutional funds are
prudently and effectively managed with
the assistance of management and any
necessary investment consultants and/

or other outside professionals, if any. *
recommend the retention and/or dismissal
of investment consultants and/or other
outside professionals.

* receive and review reports from
management, investment consultants and/
or other outside professionals, if any.

* periodically meet with management,

investment consultants and/or other
outside  professionals management,
investment consultants and/or other

outside professionals.

* report to the Board (as needed) whether
this policy, investment activities, risk
management controls and  processes
continue to be consistent with meeting
the goals and objectives set for the
management of institutional funds.

* execute such investment transactions as
are necessary to ensure that SCA, Inc.s
investment portfolio reflects the asset
allocation, investment-risk orientation, or
other direction regarding the investment
portfolio as has been established by the
Board.

He has been to Spain, the Barbary Coast, and
even the lands of the Ottoman Sultan, where he has seen much
of the beautiful calligraphy produced by the followers of the
Prophet Mohammed, and he tells me that the decoration on
the rim of my lovely dish is nonsense, illegible gibberish — a
poor imitation of Arabic calligraphy. I have enclosed an image
of the plate and was hoping you might be able to tell me if what
he says is true.

DEAR MORTIFIED,

Your friend is, unfortunately, quite correct. The decoration
on the rim of your plate is not legible Arabic calligraphy. But
do not worry! What you have is a fine example of a type of
decoration that will eventually be described as “pseudo-Arabic”
or “pseudo-Kufic,” depending on its style and age. Europeans
have been imitating the look of Islamic calligraphy since your
English king Offa ruled in the 8th century and had gold coins
minted that looked like Abbasid dinars, complete with poorly-
copied Arabic text. The lovely Islamic architecture your well-
traveled friend is likely familiar with often uses calligraphic
text as a design element. Europeans copied this decoration in

architecture and art, often in Spain, where Islamic aesthetics
persisted after Islamic rule had ended — your plate is a fine
example of this. Another common example is that of the
decorative bands shown in many paintings, often the trim at
the hems of garments, but painters like Giotto or Mantegna
could not read or write Arabic, so their decorations are lovely
but illegible. My advice is that you should just enjoy your
plate as part of a long European tradition and tell your friend
to go to Toledo and try to read the “writing” around the
interior window at the Church of San Roman if he thinks
he is so smart. (Hint: it doesn’t say anything either.) Happy
